Agriculture and Trade ¢.1750-1857

The late Mughal period saw peasant and urban unrest in the heartlands
of the steadily shrinking empire in the Inde-gangetic plain. On the
margins of the subcontinent, however, there was a steady rise in
prosperity as a result of the flourishing trade with the Europeans.
Merchants from the British, French and Dutch East India companies all
came to the coast by sea, their ships laden with silver bullion, which they
exchanged for the goods so highly valued from the Indian subcentinent.
These luxury goods had formerly travelled overland via the old silk route
to Europe. Conflict between Venice and the Ottoman empire however
