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The Victorian Film Collection

With films dating from 1895 to 1901, the British Film Institute’s recently restored and digitised Victarian Fim Collection features some of the earliest
maoving images ever recorded, offering a glimpse into the dynamic and spirited world of the late Victorians. Featuring films from some of the era’s most
prominent filmmakers including RW. Paul, G.A. Smit] | Hepworth, W.KL Dickson and W.R. Booth, this collection demonstrates the excitement of
opportunities afforded by this new technological novelty, whether that be capturing momentous events such as Queen Victoria's Diamond Jubilee,
music hall acts such as Lil Hawthome's Kitty Mahone, or the rush of sea waves crashing onto the shore. The varied and innovative comtent in this
collection provides a fascinating insight into late Yictorian society and culture, as well as demonstrating the visionary world of early British filmmakers.
