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Maps of Early Modern London

The following eight maps from the London Picture Archive have been carefully selected to assist
researchers in exploring the development of early modern London. By charting the city’s growth over time,
particularly in the aftermath of the Great Fire of 1666, these maps offer insights into the reconstruction of
the city and its expansion. They are particularly useful for visualising locations mentioned in the livery
company records, making it easier to interpret references to specific places that were central to trade and
commerce in London. All these maps can be viewed at their maximum resolution on the

Londinum Feracissimi Angliae Regni Metropolis (1572)

Translation: London, an exceptionally fast-growing English royal city. This map by Georg Braun (editor) and
Frans Hogenberg (engraver), shows the City of London, Southwark and part of Westminster. It was first
published in an atlas of town plans, Civitates Orbis Terrarum, a compilation of maps of cities from all over
Western Europe, in many cases the first ones ever published. It was one of the best-selling works of the late
16th century, perhaps due to the fact that even people with limited or no literacy could appreciate and
follow the visual nature of the plans. There were several volumes published between 1572 and 1617.
